For many students, the planner is the first opportunity to use a “day planner” type calendar.  The planner is essential to middle school success (tracking homework, planning time for school and home, and even as a hall pass).

We like to say we use the planner as a “due” list and not a “to do” list.  Each day, we write down all assignments that have been assigned but not collected.  We write multi-day assignments down EVERY DAY until it is collected.  That way, students can see immediately what homework will be collected the next day or in the near future.  Students write assignments down even if completed.  Students can then be confident the work is not only completed, but also in binder ready to be turned in.  Feel free to check in and ask to see all the work that is soon due.

For all current work, look on the current day (
